Safety Notice:    The vessel of a competitor fishing in a club boating event must be fitted with an operational 27Meg/hz marine radio.   The operator of any vessel must comply with minimum safety requirements under by Marine Safety Queensland regulations.

Registering to compete:

All members competing must register no later than 7.30pm the Thursday prior to any club fishing event.  Registration is made by SMS - Phone - email to the club "Competition Secretary" or as an alternative if contact cannot be made the "Competition Captain." will be notified.

Weigh- Out  (on water) Procedure:

All members competing can elect to fish for any period of time during the competition window as per calender.   

a)   Once on water competitors must notify the "Competition Secretary or Captain either by Radio -
      Phone or SMS.  advising details of time and location of departure.  

b)   On returning to ramp competitors must again notify and advise their safe return and sign off.

Weigh-in Procedure:

All fish presented for weigh-in must be weighed whole and in good condition,  fish mutilated or disfigured in any way will not be accepted.

All anglers must have their catch at weigh-in by the designated time to be eligible for catch/score to be recorded, but a competitor's catch could be weighed earlier if:

a)   The Weigh-master agrees

b)   Must be present and witnesses by the Competition Captain and a second designated person

Registered competitors who do not weigh-in must declare "NO FISH" to be recorded as having participated in the event.

Penalties - (Strictly Enforced )

The competition conditions and rules  must be adhered to during competition events - if these rules are found to be breached the following will apply:

a)   Any fish presented to the weigh-master which is found to be undersize the  angler will be imposed
      a  (25) twenty five point penalty per  undersized  fish and the penalty points be deducted from his
      accrued competition points total.

b)    Should (4) four or more undersized fish be presented,  the total days catch will be disqualified from
       the event and (100) one hundred points deducted from his accrued competition points.
c)   All fish are deemed presented to the weigh-master when brought to the weigh-in area.

d)   The weigh master will determine and declare any under size fish presented to him/her 

e)    Any disputes arising at the weigh-in will be adjudicated by Competition Secretary  or  Captain.
       Their decisions will be final in all matters.

Visitors /Guests fishing during Club Events:

Any visitors or guests fishing during an event must declare their catch at time of weigh-in.  Any visitor taking part in (3) three or more club events is expected to lodge an application for membership with club.

Alterations to Club Event by Captain:

The Captain or his delegate for an event may designate new fishing boundaries or cancel an event if in his opinion changing weather conditions pose a threat to competitors' safety.  The decision will be made as early as practical and all competitors will be notified by all communications means available to the Captain. The Captains decision in these matters will be final and no appeals entered into.  

Trophies and Awards (Club or otherwise)

Should a tie eventuate at the end of the fishing year, the trophy will be awarded to the angler with the least number of fish caught during that year.  This will acknowledge those members who caught quality fish.

Bonus point to year total:  

Anglers competing in the inshore events can earn bonus points - the "5 point system" operates as follows

a)   (1) One point will be added for each event angler competed in during club fishing calendar.

b)   (1) One point per raffle day attended (refer to Competition Rules page 9 this book) .

Open Ladies Competition and Juniors Events: 

Three (3) competitions will be fished as follows:

a)   Combined open competition

b)   Ladies competition

c)   Junior competition   (juniors must be under 16yrs of age as of 1st February of the fishing year)

To qualify for the overall ladies and junior trophy a minimum of any combination of four (4) fishing, calendar events must be fished.   These can be combined open day event trips, all open trips or any combination of either.

Heaviest Of Fish

Heaviest of species for the end of year trophy can be caught on any club Fishing Calender Events home or away.

These species are eligible for heaviest overall award - 

Bream, Flathead, Jewfish, Javeline, Mangrove Jack, Morwong, Parrot, Pelagic, Snapper, Tailor, Whiting. 

Rookie Trophy  (eligible for both inshore and offshore events)

Eligible rookies will score points towards "Rookie Champion of the Year"  to qualify as a rookie the competitor must:

a)   Be in their first 3 yrs at the Club.

b)   Not have won the Rookie category previously.

c)   Not have exceeded 500 points in (1) one season previously

COMPETITION RULES (Written in Club Constitution) Section 39

39.1 Club Competitions shall be subjected to the following general regulations:

a)   All fish may be weighed in whole.

b)   If the angler wishes to gill and gut their catch, the fish will be allocated ten (10) percent of their
      gross weight.

c)   Crabs shall not be weighed in.

d)   Competitors can use three (3) rods or  hand lines in any competition with not more than two (2)
      hooks on each line. A flight is to be considered as one (1) hook.

e)   Any fish weighed - in by a competitor must have been caught and reeled in by the competitor.

f)   Fish shall be washed free of sand, etc. before weighing in and officials have the power to order
     fish to be cleaned of sand or other foreign matter

The trophy for heaviest Sweetlip will no longer be limited to Grass Sweetlip.  Any Sweetlip will qualify Legislated minimum sizes apply.              

Weight and Measures:  Bag limits will attract a bonus of 20 points for species listed below

Handicaps :- The trip winner will be handicapped 20 points per trip and will accrue to end of the Fishing Year, but will not affect the total points for Club Trophies. Eg, Winner of trip will need to accrue 20 points on subsequent trip before he/she begin to accumulate trip points. 

Should that same member win any trip with the 20 point handicap he/she will be handicapped another 20 points for the next trip etc.    Ladies/Juniors days competitors will attract a 10 point handicap under the same circumstances.

Note:   There will be a bag limit of 5 for all other species and no bag

limit points will apply.  Fish such as Gar, Yellow Pike, Scad and all baitfish, including mullet, are excluded from weigh-ins. Only 1 Cod will be eligible for weight points.  All other species must be a minimum of 25 cm, (or longer as per Fisheries regulations) and be scale bearing to be eligible for weight points:-

POINTS SYSTEM :-

Maximum points for any one fish 150 points

Maximum points for any one species 250 points

Weight 1 point per 100gms

Species 10 points per species

Fish 1 point per fish

Bonus weights 20 points per fish as listed above

TARGET SPECIES OF THE EVENT:

Designated event species will be nominated on itinerary and the heaviest of the day will attract an extra 50 bonus points.   

Eastern Limit -Swan Bay to North Western Tip of South Stradbroke IslandInside South passage Bar(Amity Point to Reeders Point)

Northern Limit Comboyuro Point to Skirmishup Parmicestone passage to bridge

Southern Limit Inside of the entrance to Southport Seaway Bar.
